The Parish Council considered that this was an inappropriate development in a rural area and would therefore object.

2.2 P18/S2551/FUL : Proposed erection of two detached residential dwellings, new accesses, landscaping and associated works. Address: Cherry Cottage Hill Bottom Whitchurch Hill RG8 7PU

The Parish Council considered that the objections raised in respect of the similar application last year were still valid. The reasons for the rejection of the Planning Appeal in respect of the house next to the Sun were recalled, and considered to also apply to this application.

2.3  CERTIFICATE OF LAWFUL DEVELOPMENT FOR: Single storey ground floor rear extension AT: 14 Hill Bottom Close Whitchurch Hill RG8 7PX REF: P18/S2665/LDP

The plans were not available at the meeting, but subsequently  as the certificate was for replacement of a conservatory by a single storey extension to a bungalow there were no concerns.

2.4 P18/S2610/FUL re P17/S1173/FUL Alterations to existing dwelling including demolition of existing extension and conservatory and erection of single storey two-bedroom dwelling on existing garden space, to increase the level of the proposed dwelling by 0.5 metre. Address: The Studio Crays Pond RG8 7QE

The Chairman said he would contact the neighbour to find out if there were any concerns, and then respond accordingly.
